After anélyzing the feedback given by student teacher, it’s observed that out of 25
parameters orientation of B. Ed. curriculum and orientation of course wise syllabus
got highest scores. Remaining all parameters found satisfactory responses. The
negative responses like unsatisfactory and OK are hardly one or two, s it is proved
that feedback received by the teacher about overall college working and

infrastructure is up to the marks.

Teacher Evaluation by Students

This feedback form is of ten parameters including teacher’s knowledge,
teaching skills, classroom interaction, syllabus completion, evaluation and
assessment process. After analyzing the responses it is found that lot of teacher
got highest score for their content knowledge. Near about all the teacher got equal
grading for the parameter six, i.e. accessibility and availability of the teacher in
the department for academic and personal consultations .Happy to found that the
student agreed that evaluation process takes place in our college is impartial and

transparent.

Parent Feedback

Parent feedback contains seven criteria. It is found that parent gives excellent
grading to near about all criteria’s. Student teacher relationship and infrastructural
facilities are the two criteria’s having highest ranking in the view of parents. Few
responses regarding fees and government scholarship got less preferences.
Actually fee structure is decided by ‘Shikshan shulk samiti’ a statutory body of
government and scholarship are given by Government of Maharashtra College

only follows the procedure.
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
